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Rules : 

All Competitors must be NORTHSIDE MEMBERS, EITHER EXISTING MEMBERS OR TAKING OUT SINGLE 

EVENT MEMBERSHIP ON THE DAY.  

Members can join from the age of 5 upwards.   

1. All competitors compete at their own risk.  

2. This event will be conducted in accordance with the rules, regulations and bi‐laws of Equestrian 

Australia which can be viewed at:  www.equestrian.org.au/. Competitors are advised that it is their 

responsibility to read and abide by the rules of Equestrian Australia.  

3. Northside Riding Club shall not be responsible for the loss of, or for any damage or injury 

occasioned to any animal or property of any competitor(s) for any cause whatsoever.  

4. The Northside Hacking Organizing Committee reserve the right to alter the program, judges or 

schedule.  

5. The judge’s decision is final subject to all other conditions being met. 

6. Protests must be delivered in writing to the Northside Hacking Organizing Committee no later than 

one hour after the class in question. A $50.00 fee must accompany the protest and will be forfeited if 

the protest is not upheld by the disputes committee.  

7. Stallions are not permitted at this competition  

8. Dogs must be kept on leashes at all times.  

9. The Northside Hacking Organising Committee reserves the right to refuse or withdraw any 

entry/entries without having to assign a reason.   

10. All riders are responsible for ensuring they wear approved safety helmet and boots when mounted. 

Any breach of this rule may lead to the competitor’s / competitors' disqualification.  

11. A rider not suitably attired may be precluded by the stewards from competing in an event.  

12. Competitors shown in the Open or novice Hack rings are not eligible to compete in the Show and 

Working Hunter and vice versa  

13. If the horse competes in the Child’s class, it must not compete in the Adults’. If the horse competes in 

the  Adults class, it must not compete in the Childs class.  

14. Horses and/or riders competing in the Funkhana ring may not compete in any other ring  

15. Childs classes: Must be ridden by a child under 17 years.  

16. Adults class:  Must be ridden by an adult over 17 years.  

17. Single Event Day Members are not eligible for Members’ classes. 

18. No refunds will be given.  

19. Negative behaviour that breaches the Code of Conduct of the Northside Riding Club will be not 

tolerated and the Club reserves the right to ask patrons to leave the grounds if they deem this 

necessary.  

20. All Rings will place to 5th 

21. Show Hunter and Working Hunter classes will be run according to the rules and  Regulations of the 

Australian Hunter Horse  Association.
