• No unsportsmanlike/ bullying behaviour will be tolerated and any exhibitor displaying this behaviour 
toward another competitor, steward or judge will instantly be disqualified and asked to leave the 
grounds. 

• Drug Testing of horses and riders may and/or will be carried out at this Show.  

• All competitors compete at their own risk. While all safety measures have been taken, the committee 
accepts no responsibility for any injury or damage to persons, horses or property. It is advised that 
your horse has public liability insurance.. 

• All riders (competing, or practicing/warming up) MUST wear a helmet, correct riding attire, 
appropriate and safe horse tack and riding boots (meeting recognized safety standards). 

• All competitors and horse handlers MUST either be financial members of AHSHA or pay $15 day 
membership for insurance to be on the grounds. You will be given an arm band at the office when you 
hand in your indemnity/WAIVER and horse health declaration forms. 

• No dogs are allowed on the grounds 
 

COVID restrictions 

• This Event will be conducted in accordance with COVID 19 guidelines/ restrictions at the time of the 
event. All Exhibitors & attendees at this Show must comply with these guidelines/restrictions; any 
persons considered in breach of this rule will be required to promptly leave the grounds; any or all of 
their entry fees will be forfeited.     

• A COVID-19 Self Declaration form is required for every person entering the grounds.  

• Every person entering the grounds must be listed on the pre-entry & please limit the number of 
attendees. 

• If the current government restriction of maximum 1000 people remains in place, we may need to 
limit the number of strappers/attendants per horse or rider.  

• Social Distancing of 1.5m must be always maintained where appropriate. 
Judging 

• Places 1st ,2nd 3rd, Champions & Reserves + Supremes. 

• Results will be forwarded to RAS for consideration of Performance. 

•  Financial members ONLY will gain the following points – 1st place is 3 points, 2nd place is 2 points, 3rd 
place is 1 point. 

• The committee reserves the right to alter Judges to allow rings to flow or cover classes on the day. 

• The judge’s decision will be final. No competitor/exhibitor or representative shall approach the judge 
regarding a decision. All inquiries/ queries must go through the chief ring steward / ring steward. 

• It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to be eligible to compete under a judge; if found ineligible any 
performance gained will be deemed void. 

• Any Competitors disregarding the directions & requests of the Judge/ Stewards will not be permitted 
to compete in the event and may be asked to leave the grounds. 

• The Judge/ Steward has the right to remove a horse considered dangerous from the ring and/or 
grounds. Entry fee will not be refunded. 

• Rings will NOT BE HELD UP BY ANY COMPETITOR competing in another ring. Entry fees will not be 
refunded if you miss classes due to being late or a ring clash. 

Disputes 

• Disputes – All disputes are to be lodged in writing within 1 hour of the event in question to the show 
committee, together with a fee of $100 which will be forfeited if the dispute is not settled in favour of 
the competitor who raises the dispute. All disputes will be reviewed by the committee.

• Intermediate Hack – a horse that has not won a 1st, 2nd or 3rd at a Royal Show in a similar hack class. 

• Novice Hack - Is a horse that has not won a Champion Hack prize at a show or hack day in a similar 
class. 

• Newcomer Hack – Is a horse that has not competed under saddle, excluding racing prior to 1st July  
2021 & are required to be shown in a snaffle bit. 

• Queensland Off the Track – see OTT regulations. Registrations will be checked.

HACK CLASSES: definition of hack classes for the purpose of THIS show. 

 
Open Show Hunter, Hunter and Open Show Horse classes are offered at this show. You may ONLY enter your 

horse in 1 of these horse “types “for these hack classes. Classes will be judged according to the following type. 

Please see the Chief Ring Steward if you are not sure and we will ensure you are in the right class for your 

horse. Once you have started showing your horse under either Open Show Horse OR Show Hunter/ Hunter you 

cannot change type within that year eg. 2022. These hack classes will be judged according to their types. 

 Show Hunter: a riding horse that shows quality and more substantial bone than an open show horse. 

However, the horse is not at all coarse in conformation or appearance. Open Show Hunters will be asked to 

hand gallop. Obedience and manners are considered very important in the Show Hunter. 

Hunter: a quality riding horse built for purpose. These horses have more substantial bone than the Open Show 

Horse. Manners and obedience are considered very important. This category includes a range of types/ breeds 

such as Palomino, Clydesdales, Welsh D, Pinto, Fresian. Open Hunters will be asked to hand gallop. 

Working Hunter: see rules in program. Working Hunters are required to do in hand, flat work, gallop and 

jump. 

Open Show Horse:  a riding horse that shows quality, elegance, and refinement. 

Ponies under 12.2hds must be ridden by a child 17yrs and under in hack classes.  

Hack Classes over 15hds – Children must be over 12 – 17yrs 

Breed Classes 

• All breeds must be registered, or foal recorded & owners a current financial member of the relevant 
Society/Association. Horse Registration and Memberships may and /or will be asked to be shown. 

• Stallion and Colt handlers/riders must be 17 years or over, competent of handling the horse & may 
only compete in specified classes. Green ID tags must be worn on a suitable halter or bridle to enter 
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the ring and on the grounds. All stallions or colts must be shown either in a bitted bridle or halter 
with a chain. Unruly colts and stallions will be asked to leave the ring. No colt or stallion is to be left 
unattended unless safely in an allocated stable. No colt/stallion is to be left with anyone under the 
age of 17yo and / or anyone incompetent of handling the horse. NO GREEN TAG/ NO CLASS ENTRY. 

• Yards must be booked for the colt/ stallion when not competing to ensure the safety of all 
competitors. A Stallion/ Colt is not to be tied to a float or truck in the allocated parking area. 

• Age of horses is of 1st August for the purpose of this show

Measuring 

•   a horse may be measured at this show by a steward if the height of the horse is deemed in question 
by Judge or Steward.  

 
Entries 

• All entries to be made only in the name of the registered owner of the horse. 

• All entries close via Nominate on Tuesday  17th May, 5pm. NO late entries accepted. 

• P.I.C. NUMBERS ARE REQUIRED – as per Clause 37 of the Stock Diseases Regulation 2009.  

• Horse Numbers will be emailed prior to the show and you are required to print this number for each 
horse entered, please display the number or have the number available when requested by the 
steward. Please ensure you have the correct number for each horse ready to enter the ring as these 
numbers will be used to record the results. 

• All Riders and Horse Handlers who are Non- members of AHSHA are required to pay a $15 insurance 
day membership. 
 

Refund Policy 

• Up until the closing date of entries competitors who have submitted entries can change or amend 
details at any time. After the closing date there are no refunds. If the show is postponed or cancelled 
due to official government, weather warnings or COVID-19 restrictions a refund will be given 
excluding the admin fee. 
 

Stables, Camping & Ground Rules 

• A yard must be booked for any colt/ stallion when not competing to ensure the safety of all 
competitors. A Stallion/ Colt is not to be tied to a float or truck in the allocated parking area. 

• If yards are required these must be booked via Nominate and will be allocated on the day with names.

4. Qualifying Shows must be affiliated with Agricultural Societies Council of NSW Ltd, Show 

Horse Council of Australasia Inc, Equestrian Australia AHSHA. 
5. OTT Qualifying classes will be judged as a ‘Ridden’ class. 
6. Once a qualifier Championship has been won, the horse cannot compete in other qualifiers 

within the season unless it is a different discipline. Horses that have achieved Runner Up are 
able to continue in the competition unless they win an OTT Qualifier class.

This is NOT a practice day, horses entered in 
these classes and their riders MUST be 
competent at jumping the set heights. 
 
Any horse/ rider deemed not capable of 
jumping by the judge safely will be 
automatically disqualified. Judge’s decision is 
final. 
 
Horses and riders MUST also be able to gallop 
safely in the flatwork phase! 
 
Acknowledgement to WA EA for the following 
Working Hunter Horse competition 
information: 
 
WORKING HUNTER RULES AND COMPETITION 
The Working Hunter Event is conducted in 
three phases:  

• Jumping, 

 • Flat Work and 

 • In-hand.  
The jumping phase is conducted first followed 
by the Flat Work and then the In Hand phases. 
Disobedience in any phase of the competition 
will result in penalties. Competitors eliminated 
in the Jumping Phase are not eligible to 
continue to the Flat Work phase. 
 
The Flat Work Phase comprises of a workout 
like a show hunter and includes a gallop and a 
change of lead in canter. No Lengthen trot. 
 For the In-Hand Phase horses are unsaddled 
and judged on conformation as a hunter type. 
Horses and ponies are assessed while standing. 
No workout is necessary.  
Eligibility to Compete in Working Hunter 
Events 

 • Horses/Ponies must be at least 4 years of 
age.  

• Small Ponies to be ridden by rider 17 years 
and under- as per show horse rules 

 • Large Ponies to be ridden by any age rider 

• Horses over 15hds must have a rider 
over 12yrs

Working hunters: 

 • To have correct conformation and soundness 
for riding and endurance. 

 • To have strong bone without losing quality ie; 
substance without coarseness.  

• May have a more noble head than that a 
show horse. 

 • Can carry their rider for a full days hunting 
over a variety of terrain. 

• Exhibit boldness, be tractable, free moving 
and balanced  

 • Work calmly and obediently without 
displaying over exuberance, but still be happy 
and eager in their work. 

 • Have quality without fineness. 

 • Show straightness and freedom of action at 
all paces.  

• Show boldness and natural balance. 

 • Have a steady temperament.  

• Can be of any colour and breed. The Table 
below provides a Working Hunter cannon bone 
guide, usually measured just below the knee. It 
is not a requirement for a judge to measure the 
bone of a horse/pony entered in a working 
hunter event. 
HEIGHT BONE DIAMETER  - guide 

• Under 14 hands high (142.25 cm) 6 
inches (15.25 cm+)  

• over 14 hands high to 15 hands high 
(142.25 – 152.5 cm) 7 inches (17.75

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Turnout for Working Hunter Events  
 

1. Rider’s Attire  
 
Preferably a tweed jacket, although plain 
navy or black fabric is acceptable. Tweed 
can be blue, green or brown mixture; the 
colour should go well with the mount. If a 
shirt is worn, the collar should tone in with 
the jacket with a subtle tie or a collarless 
shirt with a stock. Jodhpurs or breeches 
should be fawn, beige or banana. Gloves 
are plain and match the rider’s boots. 
Clothing should fit well. 
 Riders must wear an approved safety 
helmet, for both riding phases, which may 
be covered in plain velvet in dark colour to 
match the jacket. Riders under 18 years are 
permitted to wear long boots or gaiters. 
Dummy spurs are permitted to be worn 
with points down. Competitors may carry 
crops to a maximum length of 75cms.  

 

2. Saddlery & Equipment Saddle: 
 The saddle should be of good 
quality leather which is supple and 
clean and has sound stitching. It 
may be more “workmanlike” than 
for a ridden show class. A straight 
flapped, all purpose or jumping 
saddle may be used. The same 
saddle must be used for the two 
phases.  
Side saddles are also acceptable.  
 
Other Gear:  
A crupper and breast plates are 
permitted. A running martingale, 
bandages and protective boots are 
permitted in the jumping phase but 
must be removed for the other 2 
phases. No bearing reins, side or 
running reins of any kind are 
permitted. Saddlecloth: A sheepskin 
saddle cloth matching the shape of 
the saddle is acceptable.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
Girth: The girth can be cotton, leather or 
synthetic 
Bridle: The bridle should be the same colour as 
the saddle, leather  
s h o u l d be supple and of good quality.

Brow bands: Only plain brow and nose bands 
permitted, however stitching on the noseband 
and the brow band is optional.
